PERMITTED ITEMS

ONE CLEAR BAG or ONE SMALL CLUTCH

One clear bag that does not exceed 12” x 12" x 6" or
one non-clear bag smaller than 5” x 7” is PERMITTED.

PROHIBITED ITEMS

LARGE BAGS WEAPONS
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Any bag that does not adhere to clear bag policy. Weapons including pocket knives, multifunction tools, mace,
Non-clear diaper bags are a prohibited bag. and any items deemed inappropriate.

Confiscated weapons will not be returned.

PROFESSIONAL OUTSIDE
CAMERAS + ACCESSORIES FOOD + BEVERAGE
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Video recording devices, audio recording devices, GoPro cameras, monopods,
tripods, selfie sticks and cameras with telephoto or interchangeable
lenses (professional photography equipment) are not permitted inside
without official credential.

MISCELLANEOUS LARGE SIGNS
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No outside food and beverages,
including alcohol.
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Posters and signs that exceed 18" x 24" in size and/or contain
Noisemakers, gifts, iPads, and laptops. 9 4

The following items will NOT be allowed into the Raising Cane’s River Center during any
event, including graduations:

e Air Horns

e Confetti Guns

e Confetti Poppers
e Balloons

e Gift Bags

e large Signs

e Big Head Cutouts

The following items are strictly prohibited and are subject to seizure:

e Coolers, ice chests, bottles, cans, cups (or any kind of container)
e Backpacks/ Duffle Bags/ Diaper Bags

e Strollers, Car Seats, Baby Carriers, etc.

e OQOutside food and beverage

e Llaser pointers

e Smart Phone Battery Packs

e Pets of any variety (except for certified service animals)

e Weapons of any kind - including pocketknives, multi-function tools, mace, and any items
deemed inappropriate (no return of any confiscated weapons)

Raising Cane’s River Center Policies

e All bags must be clear and must be searched before entering the facility regardless of
size.
o Items may not be stored at or near the entry way of the facility.
= Raising Cane’s River Center is not liable for any personal belongings left
unattended.

o All items left unattended will be removed and discarded.
e The use of ALL tobacco products is strictly prohibited inside the River Center.

o Thisincludes cigarettes, e-cigarettes, cigars, smokeless tobacco, snuff, pipes, and

chewing tobacco are not permitted inside the facility.

All policies and enforcement are subject to the discretion of River Center event management.
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The Clear Bag Policy strictly limits the size and types of bags that are permitted.
Backpacks, purses (other than small clutches), and diaper bags are not permitted.

The Raising Cane’s River Center strongly encourages patrons to not bring any bags, however the
following are permitted:

e Each patron may carry one bag that is clear plastic, vinyl, or PVC no larger than
12”x12”x6” or a one-gallon clear plastic zip top bag (Ziploc bag or similar).

e |n addition to one of the clear bags noted above, patrons may also carry in a small clutch
purse/bag no larger than 5”x7”, with or without a handle or strap, subject to search.

e Each ticket holder, including children, will be able to carry an approved clear bag and a
clutch purse.

e Diapers and wipes can be carried in approved clear bags (nonclear diaper bags are not
permitted).
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
